“CROSS” in an arc below. At the top: “AWARD” and at the bottom: “OF MERIT”.

Reverse: Across: “SOUTH (in an arc) / AFRICA’S / PREMIER / PLEASURE / PLACE (in an arc)”. Legend on a band with horizontal
hatching, above: “KATBERG SANATORIUM” and below between crosses: “KATBERG.CAPE”.

Notes: The sanatorium was built during the 1920’s and is located in the Winterberg Mountains near Fort Beaufort. It is now a hotel.
