Notes: A shooting prize medal awarded in 1992 at a tournament in Mmabatho in the South African homeland of Bophuthatswana
organised to mark the 15th anniversary of the territory's nominal independence.

The Republic of Bophuthatswana was a patchwork on enclaves in the northern part of South Africa. The territory was
established for the Tswana people under the homeland policy of the the National Party government on 6 December 1977. It was
re-integrated into South Africa in 1994.
